	1) Apologies: 
There were apologies for absence from Cllr Ann Burden and Gavin Elsey, Peterborough City Ward Councillor.
	

	2) Declaration of Interest: 
Cllr Bodily declared an interest in 4e as she is an allotment tenant.  Cllr Reid declared an interest in 4h. as he is involved with discussions to move the Old Station House.
	

	3) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 18th January 2022:

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 18th January 2022 were approved.
	

	4) Updates on Items:
a) Update on Recreation Ground Progress – Peter Lee gave an update:
· An Oak Tree has been dug up and donated to Wansford Parish Council.
· The Mow & Collect Mower has been serviced and repaired by Andrew Bodily (£165.82, no labour charge).  Thanks were expressed to him for undertaking this work.
· He has been clearing out the brambles and will move them to Cllr Reid’s land to be burnt.
· Langdyke Meetings have taken place when the up-and-coming projects had been discussed.  It was discovered free bulbs had been available, but they have now all been dispensed.  It was agreed to ask Mike Horne if we can have some next year.

· He will write up the plan for the Recreation Ground.
· It was agreed to put Habitat Improvements (rather than Recreation Ground) as the item on the Agenda for the next meeting

b) Fly Tipping Sign – Cllr Reid confirmed that the sign had been made but needs painting before being erected.
c) Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage – no update had been received from Mark Bishop.
d) Rabbit Population – Cllr Reid confirmed that the numbers of rabbits had decreased but he will speak to a pest control contact that he has in Elton.
e) Report on Progress of Requests to Purchase Garden Extension Allotments – no update had been received but it was acknowledged that the Parish Council is aware that this will be a long process.
f) A47 Update – the Chairman gave an update:
· Survey work is being undertaken but is due to be completed in the next two weeks

· There are several scheduled Zoom Meetings with the Planning Inspector, the Chairman had attended the one on 15th March 2022 and was satisfied with the robust process.
· There will be another Zoom Meeting with the Planning Inspector on 16th March 2022, and this will be about transportation and the possible impact on local businesses.
· Some residents of Upton want to keep The Drift open but there is a difference of opinion.  The Chairman will await the outcome of the Zoom Meeting to be held on 16th March 2022 (see above) before he takes any action.  Peterborough City Council have stated that it wishes to see it stay open.
· There will be another Zoom Meeting with the Planning Inspector on 17th March 2022, and this will be about compulsory purchase of land and construction boundaries.
· The Planning Inspector is hopeful that, due to making satisfactory progress, he will be finished and will have produce a report within four, not six months.

g) Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman reported that he had had a cordial conversation with Andrew Nash, but no further discussions are planned at present.
h)  Sutton Old Station House Update – Cllr Reid reported that following recent questions, this issue has been handed to the Lead for Designated Funds to decide where it should be located.  Highways England and Peterborough City Council agree that it should be located near to Sutton as there are several other buildings in the vicinity.  Nene Valley Railway is keen to have it located at its site.  The Langdyke Trust is interested in building a walking trail and is interested in the Old Station House becoming a community building which was Cllr Reid’s original idea.  The Chairman said he would challenge any comment that it is not an historic building and would support any decision to keep it within the parish, he had asked for various documents but has not received them to date.  It was agreed to continue to push for it to remain in the parish.  Cllr Reid will organise a trip to see it in the next few weeks.

      To Discuss the Following Planning Matters:
a) 22/00223/CTR - Reduction in height & removal of overhanging branches of  T1 tree at 6 Manor Road, Sutton – No Objections
b) 22/00222/CTR - T1 & T2 Remove both trees at Barnstock, 22 Nene Way, Sutton – Support (due to potential safety concerns if the two trees fell onto the property)
c) 22/00303/CTR - T1 Walnut - Reduce by 50% to approximately 6m tall; T2 Walnut - Remove deadwood and crown clean Site address: 6 Nene Way, Sutton – a request that a qualified arborist's report (explaining the reasoning for such a large reduction in the size of the Walnut Tree) is obtained before any decision is made.  It was felt that a 50% reduction in the size of the Walnut Tree will effectively 'kill' it off.
The Clerk will investigate why no Community Infrastructure Levy Grant was made upon the approval of planning permission and subsequent building of Sutton Lodge, Nene Way (17/01765/FUL)

	8) Village Events:

a)  Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Celebration – Cllr Bodily reported that a questionnaire had been distributed as to the best day to hold a Village Event (either 4th or 5th June 2022).  Funding will be sought from the Sutton 49s, Sutton Parish Council and Sutton Parochial Church Council.   The Village Event is likely to take the form of a street party, either outside the church or on the Recreation Ground.  
	

	9) Matters for Consideration:

a) Parish Council Elections – 5th May 2022 (if more than five applicants) - The Clerk distributed the Nomination Papers and Notes.  The Nomination Papers must be delivered by hand and the Clerk will take them to Peterborough City Council on 30th March 2022 so will need to have received them back by 29th March 2022 at the latest.  The Clerk will send out information about the Elections to all the residents on the e-mail circulation list.
b) North and South Allotment Tenancies – a tender of £340 for 2 years for the North Allotment had been submitted by Anne Bodily and this was approved.  She had asked for the tenure to be extended for a 4-year period, but this was not approved as it was felt that residents should be given the opportunity to tender for the North Allotment every 2 years.  A tender of £875 for 2 years for the South Allotment plus an alternative tender of £675 to include fertiliser for 2 years had been submitted by Jane Scriven and the tender of £675 approved.   The tenancies will be amended with an additional clause stating that the Allotments cannot be used for any other purpose than as paddocks without prior permission of the Parish Council.

b) Dog Foul Dispenser – a decision of whether to purchase this has been deferred until the next financial year begins on 1st April 2022.  Cllr Eager stated that he had seen community sacks which are available for people to use collect litter at the beach which he felt was an excellent idea.
