	1) Election of Chairman & Vice Chairman and Co-option of Parish Councillor:

a) Chairman – Cllr Eager proposed, seconded by Cllr Reid, that Cllr Grange is appointed Chairman. 

b) Vice Chairman – Cllr Bodily proposed, seconded by Cllr Eager, that Cllr Reid is appointed Vice Chairman. 
c) Co-option of Parish Councillor - Cllr Eager proposed, seconded by Cllr Bodily, that Ann Burden is co-opted as a Parish Councillor.
	

	2) Apologies: There were apologies for absence from Carole & Gordon Ingle, Alan & Meg Lee and Glenys Rose.
	  

	3) Declarations of Interest: 
Cllr Bodily declared an interest in 7e) as she is an allotment tenant.  Cllr Reid declared an interest in 7h) as he is involved with discussions regarding the Station House.
	

	4) Confirmation of Appointment of Officers:

a) Internal Auditor: The existing Internal Auditor should be retained but reviewed from a cost and performance perspective.

b) Tree Officer: The Tree Officer and Recreation Ground Sub Committee will be combined.
	

	5) Appointment of Representatives to Outside Bodies:

a) Friends of Sutton Church – It was noted that no meetings have taken place recently.  If a meeting does take place, an appointment will be made at that time.
b) CAPALC – The Chairman

	6) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 20th April 2022
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 20th April 2022 were approved.
	

	7) Updates on Items:
a) Recreation Field Update – Peter Lee gave an update and stated that November 2022 will be the 10th Anniversary of the tree planting that had taken place in the Recreation Ground – some trees are now greater than 15’.  Mike Horne, John Clare Countryside Project, is aware of the problems in cutting and collecting at the site and is looking at possibly either purchasing a machine that could be shared with other Parish Councils or getting Aragon to purchase a machine.  Peter Lee will speak to CGM Group to see if they would be able to undertake this work.  Cllr Reid spoke about allowing a ‘Flying Flock’ on the site and will speak to a farmer from Kings Cliffe who has a ‘Flying Flock’.
b) Fly Tipping Sign – Cllr Reid confirmed that the sign is ready, and he will erect it.
c) Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage – Mark Bishop is very involved with the building a swimming pool and had no update.
d) Rabbit Population – it was agreed that a shoot will be organised to try and deal with this problem.
e) Report on Progress of Requests to Purchase Garden Extension Allotments in the South Field Garden Allotment Field – the application has been submitted to the Land Registry, but it is not likely to be completed until late 2023.
f)   A47 Update – the Chairman gave an update and stated that he has signed off the Statement of Common Ground for Sutton with National Highways (NH) which states the areas of agreement and disagreement with National Highways plans contained with the Development Consent Order (DCI).  This should be our final document for examination by the Planning Inspector (PI).NH still expect to start construction in late spring 2023 with an 18 month build programme for completion in early 2025.  This also means that we could be seeing The Drift in Sutton being closed to through motorised traffic as early as the middle of next year.
g) Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman gave an update and stated that  Peterborough Cycle West’s Planning Application was unanimously rejected by the Planning Committee with representations again the proposal being made by some residents, Gavin Elsey and the Chairman.  Despite the efforts to station compromises, which were ignore, PCW went to appeal in March 2022.  We have made representation that the appeal is rejected and expect a decision in late June.
h) Sutton Old Station House Update – Cllr Reid gave an update and stated that the plans have hit an impasse.  Disappointingly, Highways England and Peterborough City Council have decided that the Old Station House should be relocated to a Nene Valley Railway site rather than near to Sutton as previously mooted.  Planning approval for a new building may be offered instead.  The Chairman has submitted a Freedom of Information Request to establish how this decision was made.
i)   Dog Foul Dispenser – Cllr Eager was tasked to see if any grants would be available to purchase this.  If not, the Parish Council will consider purchasing it.
