	1) Apologies: 
There were apologies for absence from Mr P Lee.
	

	2) Declaration of Interest: 
Cllr Reid declared an interest in 4g. as he was involved with discussions to move the Old Station House.
	

	3) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 19th July 2022:

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 19th July 2022 were approved.  Parish Councillors were reminded to let the Clerk know if they are happy with the Minutes even if they have no amendments/additions.

	4.    Updates on Items:
a. Update on Recreation Ground Progress – the Chairman gave an update:
· The trees have recovered amazingly well following the long drought.

· A working party could be set up to deal with the many rabbit holes in the Recreation Ground and a heap of sand/soil could be left to encourage visitors to fill them.

· The Clerk will ask PCC if a rubbish bin could be installed at the entrance to the Recreation Ground.  If PCC will not supply one, signage could be erected to indicate there is a rubbish bin in the churchyard.

· It was noted that an archer had been practicing his archery skills and had caused damage to one of the goal posts, but he has compensated the Parish Council for the damage.
· It was agreed to look at putting up a sign stating “No cycling, No Archery” etc.  The Clerk will look at examples of signs used by other Parish Councils.

b. Fly Tipping Sign – Cllr Reid confirmed that the sign is ready to be erected.
c. Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage – no update had been received from Mark Bishop.  
d. Rabbit Population – Cllr Reid  had tried to speak to a pest control contractor who uses ferrets to deal with rabbits but had not managed to do so.  It was noted that it will be easier to deal with the rabbits in the autumn when there is less foliage.  A shoot will be organised.
e. A47 Update – the Chairman is unable to attend the update meeting on 12th October 2022 at Sacrewell, but Cllr Reid and Mr Lee will attend in his place.  The Planning Inspector’s Report is due by the end of September 2022.  The Chairman had met with the Manager of the Designated Funds Department and confirmed that the 10 local potential project applications are being considered.  Mr Lee had located another company who will be undertake the work on the the windows in the church.
f. Peterborough Cycle West Update: - the Chairman will speak to Janet McLennan, PCC Planning Officer to discuss the planning process.  He will also pursue the type of surface that is planned and whether the cattle grids need to be removed.
g. Sutton Old Station House Update: this is due to be dismantled from mid-September onwards.  However, NVR/Railway World do not have sufficient funds for laying the foundations for it to be re-erected and therefore it could be put into storage indefinitely.  Cllr Reid will monitor the situation closely.
