	1) Apologies: 
There were apologies for absence from PCC Ward Councillor Gavin Elsey.
	

	2) Declaration of Interest: 
Cllr Grange and Cllr Reid declared an interest in all matters concerning the Dualling of the A47.
	

	3) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 22nd November 2022:

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 22nd November 2022 were approved.  Parish Councillors were reminded to let the Clerk know if they are happy with the Minutes even if they have no amendments/additions.

	4.    Updates on Items:
a. Update on Recreation Ground Progress – Cllr Eager said that a Hedge Laying Event will take place 10.00 am-4.00 pm on 27th and 28th February 2023, facilitated by PECT and led by Tony Cook.  It is hoped that 12 volunteers will attend on each of the days.  If there are an insufficient number of volunteers from Perkins employees, residents will be asked if they wish to help, and this will be mentioned on the Village WhatsApp.  This event will be funded by the grant for Habitat Improvement from National Highways A47 - Social Value Fund.  Peter Lee said that he has tagged 10-12 Oak Trees of which one or two will be donated to Southorpe.  Cllr Reid will ask Alan Bonsor for a quotation for the repair of the Recreation Ground gate.
b. Fly Tipping Sign – the Clerk will check with Peterborough City Council if the Parish Council is allowed to erect the Fly Tipping Sign (which is on a metal post) on the grass verge.
c. Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage –  an application to either replace or fully repair the Lovers’ Lane Reading Room has been made to the Designated Funds.  An application to erect a gazebo in the Recreation Ground has been made to the Social Value Fund.  
d. Rabbit Population – Cllr Reid  said that the two ferreters had not attended the past weekend, but he will ask them to return.  He said there is a huge rabbit warren in the Recreation Ground.  He reported that 60 pigeons had been shot on the field rented by Mr Sharpley. 
e. A47 Update – the Chairman said the date of the Planning Inspector’s Decision had been moved to 17th February 2023 as he is awaiting various responses to several questions upon which he has sought clarification.  Cllr Reid confirmed that a letter of support for Wansford Parish Council’s observations had been sent to the Secretary of State.  Cllr Reid informed the Parish Council that major changes at the bottom of his land that is subject to compulsory purchase will affect the vista of the land.  He commented that he had not found Natural England particularly helpful in this matter.
f. Designated Funds Meeting Update and Funds’ Application – The JCC Habitat Improvement project was awarded a grant from NH-Social Value Fund however we still await the actual payment. There has been feasibility approval for improving footpaths, improving the cycleways along the A1 and improving the bridleway south of Upton.  Milton Estates has offered to allow a bridleway on the inside of the field boundary hedge by the verge along Langley Bush Road for safety reasons.
g. Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman said he had no update on this but was awaiting details of the conditions when further information is published.
h. Nene Park Trust Update Meeting – the Chairman said he had no update but reported on a walk around the local ponds that he had recently undertaken.  It was noted that the footpath down the rail bed has not been included in the Map of Footpaths on PCC’s Website.   The Clerk will invite Lee Moore, PCC Footpaths’ Officer to attend a future meeting.

d)  Sutton PCC Maintenance/Lettings Arrangement – an Invoice for £1,270.09 had been received and paid for.  However, it was noted that the Invoice included the shared cost for external repairs which is not part of SPC's liability under the agreement between the PCC and SPC. The Chairman requested and received a copy of the agreement for review and will report back to the council at its next meeting.

It was noted that old tree trunks/logs are very popular and regularly played on children in Burghley Park.  It was agreed that Parish Councillors would ask residents for their views either on the Village WhatsApp or informally.
