	1) Apologies: 
There were apologies for absence from Ann Burden, Peter Lee and PCC Ward Councillor Gavin Elsey.
	

	2) Declaration of Interest: 
Cllr Grange declared an interest in all matters concerning the A47 Sutton to Wansford Dualling.
	

	3)  Parish Councillor Vacancy:

There had not been a request for an election and therefore the Parish Councillors were able to co-opt a Parish Councillor to fill the vacancy left by the resignation of Robbie Reid.  Cllr Eager proposed Peter Lee, this was seconded by Anne Bodily and agreed by all present.
	

	4) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 17th January 2023:

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 17th January 2023 were approved.  Parish Councillors were reminded to let the Clerk know if they are happy with the Minutes even if they have no amendments/additions.

	5.    Updates on Items:
a. Update on Recreation Ground Progress –  Peter Lee had given an update at the meeting held on 21st March 2023.  He had stated that a number of Oak Trees had been relocated within the Recreation Ground.  It is hoped that the cut and collect equipment can be shared with Nene Park Trust.  Thanks were expressed to the volunteers from Perkins who had volunteered to help with the Hedge Laying Event on the boundary next to the river on 27th and 28th February 2023.
b. Fly Tipping Sign – Peterborough City Council had agreed that this can be installed by the Parish Council.
c. Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage –  see under f. for an update on the Reading Room. There was no update on the village storage. 
d. Rabbit Population – It was reported that it is now too late to use ferreters to deal with the rabbit population.  It was agreed that a few residents who have gun licences could deal with the problem.  It was acknowledge that that number have reduced.
e. A47 Update – the Chairman gave an update on the changes to the A47 Sutton to Wansford Dualling.  He stated these were major, not minor changes.  He had attended a meeting on 27th March 2023 with Galliford Try at Sacrewell with representatives from other Parish Councils. There is a problem with the Environmental Statement.  The build programmes has been extended from 18 months to 28 months and is due to start at the end of August 2023.  A bridge may be erected over Sutton Cross.  There will be a Public Viewing of the plans at the beginning of June in St Michael & All Angels’ Church.  The Drift will be closed off.
f. Designated Funds’ Applications Update –  the Chairman gave an update on the progress with the application.  Sutton Parish Council will receive £8,600 for the Habitat Improvement Project from NH-Social Value Fund; however, we still await the actual payment.   The Parish Council will receive funding for a Gazebo in the Recreation Ground; this will be sited in the vicinity north of the double seats along Nene Way. The Parish Council will receive £76,000 towards the cost of the restoration of the Reading Room.  A new application for the restoration of the wall on the corner of Nene Way will be made.
g. Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman said that a dialogue is taking place with regards to the issue of the cattle grids.  Nene Park Trust has agreed to change the planned road surface.
	

	 6)  Planning:
To Discuss the following Planning Matter:
a) 22/01740/FUL Provision of compound in preparation of A47 DCO works and for use for archaeological investigation (temporary 1 year permission) at land east of Sutton Heath Road, Sutton – No Objections
b) Potential Planning Application for the Burial Ground adjacent to the village.  A consultation meeting will take place on 18th April 2023 in St Michael & All Angels’ Church..  The Chairman will write a short report which will be circulated to everyone on the village email list.

However, it was noted that the invoice included the shared cost for external repairs which is not part of SPC's liability under the agreement between the PCC and SPC. The PCC has agreed to deduct the wrongly claimed amount from the next invoice that is sent to SPS.
d) It was agreed that Cllr Eager will obtain two Dog Foul Bag Containers (to be attached to the bins) up to a sum of £200.
