	7) a)  Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th May 2023
     The Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th May 2023 were approved subject to a slight change.  The Chairman will re-issue the Minutes.
b) Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 28th March 2023
     The Minutes of the Meeting held on 28th March 2023 were approved.
	

	8.   Updates on Items:
a) CDS Burial Ground Plans – there had been no strong support for these Plans at the Extra-Ordinary Meeting held on 10th May 2023.   Gavin Elsey strongly recommended that the Parish Council produces a Neighbourhood Plan.  This could take 2–3 years but there would be help available from people who have produced a Neighbourhood Plan in other local areas.  A Neighbourhood Plan would not necessarily help with these Plans but could be useful if the future if other planning applications are made.  There are costs involved with producing a Neighbourhood Plan and the Parish Council would have to see if there are any grants available to help with the costs.  It was agreed that a Sub-Committee will need to be set up and five residents have already expressed their willingness to become involved.  It was agreed that the Parish Councillors will meet with Martin Chilcott initially before a Residents’ Meeting is arranged.  Peter Hillier will be invited to speak at this meeting.
b) Recreation Field Update – Cllr Lee gave an update on the recent issue with CGM not having mowed the Recreation Ground and the Burial Ground as they had mistakenly believed the Parish Council had cancelled the contract.  A new contract will be signed for this year but quotes for next year will be sought in the coming months as, if the Parish Council wishes to cancel the contract, it must give six months’ notice.  The quoted price of the work has been raised significantly – Recreation Ground is now £148 (was £94) and the Burial Ground is now £86 (was £46).  Cllr Lee will speak to CGM to see if there is any flexibility about this.  An agreement has been made with Nene Park Trust through the John Clare Countryside Project and the NPT will cut and collect the grass on the Recreation Ground once this year and then twice yearly thereafter.
c) Fly Tipping Sign – Robbie Reid has confirmed that the sign is ready, and it will be erected.
d) Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage – the Chairman reported that the grant application has passed the first stage, but this will not be a quick process. 
e) Rabbit Population – it was agreed that a shoot will be organised to try and deal with this on-going problem.
f)  A47 Update – the Chairman gave an update of a meeting that he had attended at Sacrewell.  Progress is slow and some changes to the plans have taken place.  Further geological work needs to be completed thus delaying the start of the project.  A Public Presentation by National Highways will take place 3.00 – 8.00 pm in Sutton Church on 21st June 2023.
g)   Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman confirmed that the issues of using tarmac and cattle grids are still being discussed. 
h)  Dog Foul Bag Dispenser – Cllr Eager confirmed that he has made a funding application for this to Augean.
