	1) Apologies: There were apologies for absence from Mike Caskey.
	  

	2)  Declarations of Interest:  There were no declarations of interest.
	

	3)  Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th May 2023
 The Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th May 2023 were approved as a correct record of the proceedings.
	

	4) Updates on Items:
a) Recreation Field Update – Cllr Lee gave an update:-
· Three Oaks are looking as though they will survive but four Oaks will not survive.
· Ailsworth Parish Council has recently experienced a problem with deer eating the trees.
· The fencing is down in the north-west corner (next to Robbie Reid’s boundary).  This will have to be rectified.

· He attended a meeting of the John Clare Countryside Project.  Richard Astell gave an update of the achievements of the past two years.  Although there has been support from PECT and other organisations, funding has now finished, and the project is looking to apply to the Landscape Recovery Fund and the Heritage Lottery Fund to continue.  Milton, Walcott and Burghley Estates are involved.

· A cut and collect rotation system will take place in the Recreation Ground.  Nene Park Trust will lend a machine and a ranger to undertake the work in the first week of August 2023.

· He will chase up Lee Moore, PCC Footpaths’ Officer regarding the repair of the back gate in the corner of the Recreation Ground.

· A new exceptionally large refuse bin has been installed in the Recreation Ground.  It will be possibly too large, so it was agreed to hold on to the old refuse bin for the time being.
b) Lovers’ Lane Reading Room and Village Storage – the Chairman reported that the grant application to Designated Funds for the refurbishment of the Reading Room has been turned down as it has no formal status. It was agreed to formally withdraw from the application but look to make an application for a replacement Reading Room.  The Chairman will speak to Daniel Worley, PCC’s Conservation officer.
c)  A47 Update – the Chairman said that there have been very little changes made to the scheme.  It was acknowledged that geo-tec issues are causing problems  The cost of shoring up the new slope has been recognised.  The fault line has been acknowledged.  The scheme is going to exceed its budget and will have to go back to the Treasury to request additional funds.  There will be a larger divide (from 1.8 to over 2.5 m) between the road and the walking/cycling/horse riding paths due to needing part of the area for systems.  It was noted that the start of setting up welfare units will begin within four weeks.  The re-surfacing of the road from Junction 15 to the Sutton Roundabout will be a 15-week project.  Sutton Roundabout will also be re-surfaced and there will be three nights of road closures between 8.00 pm - 6.00 am when motorists will be escorted into Sutton.  The Clerk will circulate this information to the residents.
d)  Peterborough Cycle West Update – the Chairman confirmed that the Cycle West is looking at funding to finalise the project.  It has agreed to get rid of the cattle grids and to change the road surface material.
e)  Dog Foul Bin and Bag Dispenser – Cllr Eager confirmed that the funding application for this to Augean had been unsuccessful and therefore the Parish Council had purchased a Dog Foul Bin and Bag Dispenser.
f) Burial Ground Update – the Chairman reported CDS has delayed submitted a Planning Application.  He has had a meeting to discuss the plans with the landowner.
g) Neighbourhood Plan Review - the Chairman reported that the inaugural meeting  attended by two Parish Councillors and other interested residents had taken place and produced its terms of reference which had been circulated to the Parish Councillor’s.  Simon Scriven had agreed to chair the group.   The Parish Councillors approved the terms of reference unanimously.  Cllr Eager pointed out a few amendments which he will send to Simon Scriven.  The group is looking at other Neighbourhood Plans produced by local villages for information and reference.  The Clerk will circulate the terms of refence to the residents.

b. Robbie Reid produced a paper on his idea of planning points to make on the PCC Planning Portal regarding the NVR Scheme to relocate the Old Station House.  He will put this information on WhatsApp.    The Designate Funds Department is re-looking at the original application by NVR.  It was agreed to requested that there is a pause in the planning process and this application should be withdrawn until Designated Funds have decided about it.  The Parish Council will oppose the Planning Application and Cllr Lee agreed to draft its response.
c. A resident asked what will be planted in the Recreation Ground,  It was agreed that the Chairman and Cllr Lee will review the suggestions that have already been put to the Parish Council.

d. It was not that there is a national problem with Hemlock and there is a lot of it in the village.
